Around the turn of the century, most general stamp
catalogs and albums eliminated their listings of post-
al stationery, The result was a sharp decline in the
appreciation and demand for this branch of philately.
Specialists, of course, maintained their interest, but
new generations of collectors have regretfully over-
looked this field,

Collectors of Scandinavia - especially in Denmark -
now scem to have gone as far as they can in their pri-
mary fields, and have turned to the stamps, and postal
stationery, of the Danish West Indies.

This collecting area is again enjoying popularity
and importance, and as a result, a demand for reliable
literature has been created.

Scott, in its U.S. Specialized Catalogue, lists the
major varieties, while other references (some old, and
some new) include items which, to our best knowledge,
do not exist. Other catalogs familiar to Scandinavia-
collectors, such as FACIT and AFA, do not list Danish
West Indies postal stationery at all.

To f£ill this gap, I am:pleased to present the first
contribution to the SCANDINAVIAN POSTAL STATIONERY
LEXICON --- the postal stationery of the Danish West
Indies.
